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Save These Instructions

While using electrical appliances, in order to reduce the risk of fire, electric
shock or injury to persons, basic safety precautions should be followed,
including the following:

Read all instructions carefully, even if you are familiar with the appliance.
To protect against the risk of electric shock, DO NOT IMMERSE the
appliance, cord set or plug in water or other liquids.

To clean, wipe the exterior with a damp cloth.

Close supervision is necessary when any appliance is used near children.
Never leave an appliance unattended when in use.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer
or its service agent or a similarly qualified person in order to avoid a
hazard.

Switch off and remove the plug from the power outlet when not in use
before assembling or disassembling parts, cleaning or carrying out any
maintenance of the appliance. Never pull the cord while unplugging
out from power outlet.

Do not operate the appliance if it is damaged in any manner. Return
the complete appliance to your nearest authorized service facility for
examination, electrical repair, mechanical repair or adjustments to
avoid any hazard.

The use of attachments or accessories not recommended or sold by
Sonai may result in fire, electric shock or personal injury.

Do not let the cord hang over the edge of a table, counter, or touch hot
surfaces.

¢ Avoid touching hot surfaces, use handles and knobs.
* Do not operate or place any part of this appliance on or near any hot

surfaces (such as gas or electric burner or in a heated oven).

Do not abuse the cord. Never carry the appliance by the cord or yank
it to disconnect it from the outlet; instead, grasp the plug and pull to
disconnect.

When using an extension cord with your appliance, make sure the
extension cord is correctly wired, and rated for its use.

This product is intended for household use only.

Do not attempt to repair the appliance yourself; instead, take it to your
Authorized Service Centre for repair.

Always leave sufficient space around the appliance for ventilation.

Do not use the unit if you have wet hands or bare feet.

Switch off the appliance before changing accessories or approaching
parts which move in use.

This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children)
with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of
experience and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or
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instruction concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for
their safety.

¢ Children must be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the
appliance.

* Never use the appliance if the jug shows any signs of cracks. Only use
the jug with the appliance. Use carefully as the jug is very fragile.

No user
serviceable parts are inside. Repair should be done by authorized
service personnel only

¢ Always fill water tank first, then plug cord into the wall outlet. To
disconnect, press the «On/Off» button, then remove plug from wall
outlet.

CAUTION

Never open the reservoir cover during the brewing cycle, even if no water
is draining from the filter basket, since extremely hot water/coffee can spill
out from the filter basket and cause injury. If water/coffee is not draining
from the filter basket during the brewing cycle, unplug the unit and wait 3
minutes before opening the top cover and checking the filter basket.

Before First Use

e Remove all packaging material.

* Remove any stickers from the appliance.

* Make sure that the appliance is placed on a stable, flat, clean, dry and
non-slip surface.

Run the Coffee Maker for the first time without coffee, filling with water
to the maximum mark (run cleaning cycle).

¢ (Clean all parts which come into contact with water carefully.
How To Use Your Flair Coffee Maker From Sonai

1- Remove the carafe from the warming plate and fill it with as much cold
water as cups of coffee are requierd.

2- Open the water tank lid and pour the water in, being careful not to spill
the water.

3- Place the carafe back onto the warming plate and close the water tank lid.

4- Pull out the net filter by lifting the top cover.

5- Add the ground coffee to the net filter.

6- Place back the net filter in its place.

7- Close the top cover ensuring that it has closed properly.

8- Plug the appliance in at the power socket and switch on
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9- Switch the appliance on at the ON /OFF switch, the power indicator
lamp will illuminate to indicate that it is working.

10- When the appliance reaches temperature, the water will drip through
the filter and the ground coffee.

11- The coffee will collect in the carafe and the keep warm mode will begin.

Notes

* The brewing process can be interrupted by pressing the switch again at
any time and the indicator light will go off indicating the coffee maker
is now OFF.

* Turn OFF the coffee maker after each use.

e Switch off the Coffee Maker and allow it to cool for 5 minutes before
refilling with cold water.

Washable Filter

Your Coffee Maker is fitted with a filter. The filter helps to prevent limescale

from getting into your coffee.

The filter should be cleaned regularly after each use ‘use normal cold
water’.
The filter isn’t dishwasher safe.

To clean the filter, remove it from the Coffee Maker and rinse it under the
tap. Allow the filter to dry thoroughly before fitting it back into the Coffee
Maker.

Locating the Filter
The filter is located under the top cover of the Coffee Maker.

¢ Always Lift the net filter out of the Coffee Maker using the handle.

FAQ
Q: What kind of coffee shall | use?

A: Any ground coffee! You can buy pre-ground coffee for filter machines
from supermarkets in a variety of different flavours and blends to suit
your taste, you can grind your own coffee beans, or you can buy beans
from your favourite coffee shop and ask for them to be ground to filter
consistency.
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Q: How much coffee shall | put in?

A: We recommended one level measuring spoon (1 thsp.) for every cup or
as per the requierd taste.

Q:What is the maximum quantity?

A: The Coffee Maker can make up to 12 cups of coffee at a time. To avoid
any possible overflow, do not add more than 12 level measuring spoons of
coffee to the Coffee Maker at anyone point.

Q:The coffee takes a long time to run through and overflows into the
filter compartment.

You may be using too much ground coffee. See above for recommdations.
The ground coffee may be to fine.

Q:The coffee takes longer to brew.

A:The Coffee Maker may need to be descaled. Refer to the descaling
section.

Q:The coffee has an acidic taste.

A: You have not sufficiently rinsed/cleaner your Coffee Maker after
descaling.

Refer to the descaling section.

Q: How Should | clean the filter?

A: The filter can be washed out in warm water, however it must be fully
100% dry prior to re-insertion into the coffee maker.

Q: Is the glass jug dishwasher friendly?
A: No, it is not dishwasher safe.

Cleaning
1- Remove the plug from the power socket and allow the appliance to cool

down before cleaning.
2- Clean the base unit by wiping it with a damp soft cloth.
3- Clean all accessories in warm soapy water and rinse it with clean water.
4- After cleaning allow to dry fully before using again.

Caution

e All parts are not dishwasher safe.

* Do not immerse the base unit of the appliance in water.

¢ Do not use the appliance if damp. Ensure the appliance is completely
clean and dry.
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Descaling

¢ From time to time, dependent on the nature of your water supply, you
may need to clean inside of the coffee maker and it can be done in the
following steps:

1- Half fill the coffe maker with ordinary tap water.
2- Add 30ml of white vinegar to the water in the coffee maker
3- Operate the appliance and do not fill the funnel with ground coffee.

4- Repeat this process two or three times then rinse the appliance
thoroughly from inside only.

Notes

e The removable filter should be removed before descaling.
* Failure to descale your coffee maker regulary may invalidate your
guarantee and may result in the following:

- Water filtering through more slowly.
- Damage to the heating element.

Storage

1- Unplug power cord from the power outlet and clean as above.
2- Allow the appliance to dry fully.

3- Store on a flat, dry level surface out of reach of children.

Electrical Safety

Always check that the power supply corresponds to the voltage
on the rating plate.

To avoid the risk of electric shock, do not immerse the cord, plug
or motor unit in water or other liquid.
