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Save These Instructions

While using electrical appliances, in order to reduce the risk of fire,
electric shock, and/or injury to persons, basic safety precautions should
be followed, including the following:

¢ Read all instructions carefully, evenif you are familiar with the appliance.

¢ To protect against the risk of electric shock, DO NOT IMMERSE the
appliance, cord set or plug in water or other liquids.

* To clean, wipe the exterior with a damp cloth.

¢ (Close supervisionis necessary when any appliance is used near children.
Never leave an appliance unattended when in use.

¢ |[f the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or
its service agent or a similarly qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.
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Switch off and remove the plug from the power outlet when not in use
before assembling or disassembling parts, cleaning or carrying out any
maintenance of the appliance. Never pull the cord while unplugging
out from power outlet.

Do not operate the appliance if it is damaged in any manner. Return
the complete appliance to your nearest authorized service facility for
examination, electrical repair, mechanical repair or adjustments to
avoid any hazard.

The use of attachments or accessories not recommended or sold by
Sonai may result in fire, electric shock or personal injury.

Do not let the cord hang over the edge of a table, counter, or touch hot
surfaces.

Do not operate or place any part of this appliance on or near any hot
surfaces (such as gas or electric burner or in a heated oven).

Do not abuse the cord. Never carry the appliance by the cord or yank
it to disconnect it from the outlet; instead, grasp the plug and pull to
disconnect.

When using an extension cord with your appliance, make sure the
extension cord is correctly wired, and rated for its use.

This product is intended for household use only.

Do not attempt to repair the appliance yourself; instead, take it to your
Authorized Service Centre for repair.

Do not overfill, as boiling water may be ejected from the spout.
Do not open the lid while the kettle is boiling.

This kettle must only be used with the base provided.

Do not immerse the appliance, base, cord set or plug in liquids.
Always leave sufficient space around the appliance for ventilation.
Do not use the unit if you have wet hands or bare feet.

Switch off the appliance before changing accessories or approaching
parts which move in use.

This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children)
with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of
experience and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or
instruction concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for
their safety.

Children must be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the
appliance.
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Before First Use

¢ Remove all packaging material.

* Remove any labels or stickers from the appliance.

e Make sure that the appliance is placed in an upright position and on a
stable, flat, clean, dry and non-slip surface.

How To Use Your Kettle Glass Peak From Sonai

1- With the kettle switched off, plug the power base into a suitable power
outlet.

2- Remove the kettle from the power base before filling it with water.

3- Open the kettle by pressing on the lid button.

4- Fill the kettle with water. Don’t overfill the kettle and always ensure
that there is sufficient water in the kettle for it to operate correctly.
This is approximately 220ml or a full cup of tea.

Notes

¢ The kettle must have at least one cup of water before it is switched on to
avoid damaging the heating element.
¢ Always check the water level when the kettle is on its power base.

5- Close the lid then switch the kettle on. Make sure that the lid is closed
correctly to ensure safe operation.

6- When the water reaches boiling point, the kettle will switch off
automatically.

7- You may also switch the kettle off manually at any time by moving the
switch to the off position.

Notes

¢ Always be caution when carrying your kettle full of boiling water and
when pouring it.

* Avoid touching the surface of the kettle during and after operation.

Care and Cleaning

¢ Unplug the kettle and allow to cool completely before cleaning

* Wipe the kettle, inside and outside, with a damp cloth.

¢ Rinse well carefully (from inside only) if needed with clean water to
avoid tainting.
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Descaling

* From time to time, dependent on the nature of your water supply,
you may need to clean inside of the kettle and it can be done in the
following steps:

1- Half fill the kettle with ordinary tap water.
2- Add 30ml of white vinegar to the water in the kettle.
3- Press the power button and let it boil for 30 seconds.

4- Repeat this process two or three times then rinse the kettle thoroughly
from inside only.

Note: Do not use abrasives or chemical cleaners on any part of this
appliance.

Electrical Safety
Always check that the power supply corresponds to the voltage
& on the rating plate.
To avoid the risk of electric shock, do not immerse the cord, plug
or motor unit in water or other liquid.
