Save These Instructions

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Before First Use

How to Use Your Stand Fan With Remote From Sonai

1- Plug the power cable into a suitable power outlet.

2- Switch the fan on with the remote control by pressing on the @
button, or press on the “ON/OFF” button on the fan.

3- Select the desired speed by pressing repeatedly on the “ON/OFF” on
your fan or press @ on the remote control. Your fan is fitted with a
3 speed controls, designed to give you maximum flexibility to meet all
your air circulation requirements.

4- Press @ on the remote control button or Swing button on the fan to
operate the Swing. When rotating the airflow will cover a wider area
and help to circulate the air throughout the room.

5- Press on the timer button and the required time starts, or press
on the “Timer” button on the fan. Timer control can be adjusted up to
8 hours.

* Adjust the timer to 30, the fan will be off after 30 minutes; 60 the fan
will be off after 60 minutes and so on.

Cleaning and Maintenance

e Always disconnect the cord from the electrical socket when cleaning

your fan.

Clean the blades with a moist cloth and dry it well.

Clean the motor of the appliance with moist cloth and dry it well.

Clean the grill with a moist cloth.

Avoid the use of gasoline, thinner, etc as they may cause damage to the

fan.

Do not wash with water.

Do not use hard objects to clean the fan.

¢ Regular cleaning is suggested to avoid dirt blockage that may result in
mechanical failure.

Storing

When you stop using the fan, clean the fan, pack and store it in dry places.
Be careful not to damage the fan.
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Electrical Safety
Always check that the power supply corresponds to the voltage

on the rating plate.
To avoid the risk of electric shock, do not immerse the cord, plug

or motor unit in water or other liquid.
