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Save These Instructions

While using electrical appliances, in order to reduce the risk of fire, electric
shock or injury to persons, basic safety precautions should be followed,
including the following:

Never pull the cord while unplugging
out from power outlet.

* Do not let the cord hang over the edge of a table, counter, or touch hot
surfaces.

* Avoid touching hot surfaces, use handles and knobs.

¢ Do not operate or place any part of this appliance on or near any hot
surfaces (such as gas or electric burner or in a heated oven).

* Do not abuse the cord. Never carry the appliance by the cord or yank
it to disconnect it from the outlet; instead, grasp the plug and pull to
disconnect.

e When using an extension cord with your appliance, make sure the
extension cord is correctly wired, and rated for its use.

* This product is intended for household use only.

¢ Do not attempt to repair the appliance yourself; instead, take it to your
Authorized Service Centre for repair.

e Always leave sufficient space around the appliance for ventilation.

* Do not use the unit if you have wet hands or bare feet.

¢ Switch off the appliance before changing accessories or approaching
parts which move in use.

Before First Use

* Remove all packaging material.
* Remove any stickers from the appliance.

* Make sure that the appliance is placed on a stable, flat, clean, dry and
non-slip surface.
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How to Use Your Ceramic Heater Comfy From Sonai

1- Turn the control dial to " 1" for low heat and " It " for full heat.
2- Set the level of heat by turning the thermostat knob gradually clockwise.

3- The heater will be turned off when it reaches the selected room heat,
and when the temperature drops it will turn on again automatically.

4- Todistribute heat evenly around the room, turn the control dial to oscillation
mode " | "forlow heator"” IL" for full heat.

Overheat Protection
1- The heater will be turned off when it overheats.

2- Overheating can be caused by obstruction to the air intakes on the back
or the front of the heater. If this ocuurs, disconnect the machine and
allow it to cool for 30 minutes.

Tip-over Switch Protection

The appliance is fitted with a tip-over switch. When you use the appliance
in an upright position on a flat and stable surface, the tip-over switch
will be on. If the heater is knocked over, the heater will stop functioning
automatically.

Cleaning and Maintenance

* Before cleaning, unplug the appliance.

* Clean the air inlet/outlet grilles frequently with a damp cloth.

* Never use abrasive powder or solvents.

* Do not immerse the cord, plug or appliance in water or other liquids.
e Store the fan heater in a clean dry place when not in use.
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Electrical Safety
Always check that the power supply corresponds to the voltage
& on the rating plate.
To avoid the risk of electric shock, do not immerse the cord, plug
or motor unit in water or other liquid.
